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The undersigned Contracting Parties are establishing co-operation with aim to set
out the general framework within which the parties shall cooperate, in particular in the
matters which are of mutual interest in their field of competence and their planned

The co-operation will be particularly focused on improvement of the initial training
programme system as well as of the continuous training focused on the newly elected
judges and public prosecutors.

Article 2

The main scope of co-operation will include organization of joint training activities
for future and for newly elected judges and public prosecutors as well the following
activities:

1. Exchange of experiences and co-operation aiming toward advancing the system of
recruitment of candidates for judges and public prosecutors, selection of the most
appropriate teaching methods, assessment tools, specialization of the initial training,
advancing of the evaluation methods, development of indicators for measuring the
successfulness and the quality of the admission and final exam and the initial training
itself towards attracting and choosing the best candidates for the judiciary,

2. Exchange of experiences and co-operation aiming toward advancing the system of
continuous training of newly elected judges and public prosecutors especially the
content of the programmes, improving the teaching methodologies and evaluation
methods, creating and development of measurable indicators for assessing the
successfulness of the trainings, development of a modern system for analysis of the
training evaluation indicators, establishing a quality system control.

Article 3
The framework cooperation shall also include:

— Exchange of experiences and co-operation between the initial training candidates
through meetings and study visits in order to get acquainted with the judicial system
and judicial training of the concrete host country by attending teaching lessons and
visits to relevant judicial institutions;

- Participation of newly elected judges and public prosecutors to continuous training
events organized by each Contracting Party;

— Organization of study visits and exchange of experiences between newly elected
judges and public prosecutors especially in the field of implementation of the
mternational  and EU standards for independent and efficient judiciary and the
refierent jurisprudence of the international courts with special refer to the regional
ang mtemational co-operation in criminal and civil matters, cross-border crime; Sight

aimed at increasing of the efficiency and independence of the judges and the court
procedure, increasing the soft skills of the judges and prosecutors (managerial skills,
relation with the public and the media, ethics, deontology, IT management of the
cases ) and the other modern skills imposed by the modern IT and communication
society, that will be of common interest for judges and public prosecutors of all
Contracting parties;

develop their teaching skills, methodology and techniques in accordance to the
Iatest modem teaching practices
